¢ Cheomseongdae is the oldest
existing astronomical observatory in
Asia. Constructed during the reign of
Queen Seon-deok (632-647), it was used
for observing the stars in order to fore-
cast the weather. This stone structure is a
beautiful combination of straight lines
and curves.

¢ Donggung Palace and Wolji
Pond were the secondary palace site
which was used for the palace of the
Crown Prince along with other subsidiary
buildings and it also was the banquet
room for important national event and
important visitors. Wolji contained the
meaning of the pond reflecting moon.

ple superb attraction offers visitors the
rare find of a temple along the shore ling;

¢ Gamcheon Culture Village is
formed by houses built in staircase-
fashion on the foothills of a coastal
mountain, earning this village the nick-
name of "Machu Picchu of Busan." The

many alleys cutting through this commu-

nity are vibrantly decorated with murals
and sculptures created by the residents.
